Lunds akademiska kör, Lund academic choir, is a young choir with a long history and high ambitions. Most of the fifty singers have a background at Lund University. The choir combines an active social community with a constant curiosity about new music. 

The choir was formed in 1927 as a women’s choir to provide an alternative to the male choirs that then dominated the musical life at the university. In 1958 the choir became a mixed choir to extend the available repertoire, and since 2014 it is a part of the Lund University music department, Odeum.

The choir gives approximately ten public performances every year. It also performs at ceremonies such as graduation day or the annual doctoral degree ceremony. Most performances are in or near Lund, but recurring tours and exchanges with choirs across Europe as well as collaborations with local orchestras and choirs are popular activities.

The repertoire is varied, ranging from classical a-capella music to large orchestral pieces. In addition to traditional Swedish choir music and the great standard works by Bach or Verdi, the choir has introduced its audience to less well-known or newly written pieces by local composers.

Conductor and musical director is Cecilia Martin-Löf.
